Admission Criteria for Nursery

Children will be admitted in the nursery class usually for 15 hours per week, no earlier than the term following the child’s third birthday. There are three termly admissions – April, September and January, although these are subject to change should numbers rise or fall. Application forms are available from the school. All applications will be considered together at the beginning of each term. Where the demand for places exceeds the number available, places will be offered by applying the following criteria in decreasing order of merit:

Pupils who are age three prior to the academic term in question and

(i) live within the catchment area of the school;

(ii) live in the catchment area of a neighbouring school which does not have a nursery class;

(iii) live anywhere else in Northumberland

(iv) live outside the county of Northumberland

Should it prove necessary to distinguish between pupils in any given category, priority will be given by applying the following sub-criteria in decreasing order of merit:

(i) children who are oldest within the applicants

(ii) children who have an older brother/sister who is expected to be on the roll of that school or nursery class at the time of admission;

(iii) children on whose behalf evidence of exceptional medical, social or educational need is presented (this will normally have to be supported by a professionally involved third party)

(iv) children who live nearest to the school, measured in a direct line from home to school.
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
