Science


The science unit this half term is ‘Use of Everyday Materials’. We will look at the properties of materials and how they respond to different forces. 








Numeracy


This half term the children will be adding and subtracting two and three digit numbers.  They will learn about the ‘greater’ and ‘less than’ signs (> <) and ordering two and three digit numbers from greatest to least.  The students will be learning strategies to solve missing number calculations such as 3__ + __2 = 56.  We will be practising our 2, 5, 10, 3 and 4 x tables and aim to recall answers quickly.  2D and 3D shapes will be reviewed, along with specific vocabulary to describe shapes, including ‘symmetry’.  We will also be solving problems about time, weight and money.
