NUMERACY


We are all continuing to develop our independence through the ‘I Can Do Maths’ scheme and making great progress in applying many areas of maths to real life problem solving. We need to continue to work on our resilience when it comes to reasoning and problem solving in maths- so we will be doing a lot of investigations in maths this half term!  We will also be learning about: decimals and how they relate to different fractions, negative numbers, dividing by 10, 100 and 1000 and co-ordinates.  Our knowledge and speed of our times tables is improving, but we must make sure we know the inverse of these times tables and can recall them out of order.

LITERACY

SCIENCE
