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LITERACY


Much of the literacy will focus on our topic of ‘WWII’. This will include looking at and listening to a variety of stories based on WWII and writing a range of genres (diary extracts, instructions, persuasion and narrative fiction) on these stories.  We will be thinking a lot about our key skills in literacy, such as handwriting, spelling and grammar structures and techniques. 

















NUMERACY

There will be particular focus on using written methods of calculation, learning about column multiplication, addition, subtraction and then using the traditional short multiplication method.
