Next week,
staff will attend twilight training to provide an enhanced understanding of the impact of
trauma with regard to attachment in children. As a staff, we will explore the importance of
counselling and play therapy for children who have experienced trauma and plan to set up
provision within school to complement our strong nurture ethos.
