Changing for P.E 
The NSPCC recommends the following as best practice for when changing for P.E: 
 

 Where possible, use designated single-gender changing rooms or areas. If 
this is not possible and boys and girls change together, think about using 
furniture or screens to provide separate areas. 

 Mixed gender changing areas are less appropriate as children get older and 
staff need to be sensitive to those who physically mature at a much earlier or 
later age than their peers. Boys and girls should change separately after they 
reach Year 2.  

 Schools need to treat all pupils fairly and with respect for their privacy and 
dignity. 

 Schools should make adequate and sensitive arrangements for changing 
which take into account the needs of pupils with disabilities and children from 
different religions, beliefs and cultural backgrounds or gender identity. 
 

In response to this guidance, we will make arrangements for separate changing 
areas for pupils in Years 3 and 4.
